UTILIZATION OF ‘MY NUMBER’ TO START IN JANUARY 2016

‘My number’ (private number) is attached to all people who have the resident’s card. The individual ‘my 

number’ has twelve figures, and is used to effectively manage personal matters relating to social security, tax, 

and disaster measures. State and local governments, which have previously kept and used individual 

information separately, will now use them to identify an individual’s information.

When the ’My number’ System is introduced 

 It will promote a nation’s convenience: 

By the coordination of information, when an application is submitted, residents will not be required to 

submit a copy of their resident’s card or taxation certificate, thereby reducing their burden. 

 It will enablee administrative efficiency: 

By the coordination of information, administrative efficiencies will be realized in the fields of social 

security, etc. The coordination of information will start among the state organs from January 2017, 

followed by the local governments after July 2017. 

 It will realize fairness and justice: 

With more accurate information on individual income amounts, prevention of injustice from tax 

avoidance, and unfair receipt of benefits is minimized, allowing for more targeted support for really 

needy people.  
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How can we use ‘My number’? 

 Procedure related to a social security, etc. 

 Procedure related to a taxation, etc. 

 Disaster measures  

Your individual ‘My number’ is used by administrative organs, local governments, etc. for social security, taxation, 

and disaster measures. In case of procedures for unemployment insurance, medical insurance, allowances of 

livelihood protection, child support, or other welfare, allowance and application of the final income tax return, ‘my 

number’ is required to be shown or mentioned on those papers. 

Private enterprises may also handle an employee’s ‘my number’ in cases of procedures for social insurance, and 

making certificates for tax deductions. 

Shiroi city will also use ‘my number’ on various papers. Upon application to the city, ‘my number’ is required to 

be shown or mentioned on forms.

Have You Received a “Notice Card”?  

If you have not received it;  

A “Notice card” for ‘my number’ was mailed by registered mail (forwarding unnecessary) from November 

10th to each family who have a residents certificate in Shiroi city. (For those who moved into Shiroi, or 

changed their address within Shiroi city, or were born after October 5th, the “notice card” will be mailed after 

the initial delivery) 

If a “notice card” has not been delivered yet, there is a possibility of the card not being able to be delivered to 

the home address, or the passing of the collection time in a post office, when “notice cards” are returned to 

the city office. As a “notice card” is stored in the city office for about three months, please pick it up at the 

city’s Shimin-ka or Citizen’s Section, bringing necessary identification items. The following are the necessary 

things to bring. 

 In case a person himself (herself) comes to the city office 

 His or her ID document ※ 

 In case a person comes to the city office as a substitute for someone else 

 The person’s ID card (person shown on the “notice card”) ※  

 Substitute person’s ID card ※ 

 In case of substitute person, a power of attorney  
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 In case of legal representative, a copy of family register, and document to prove his/hers 

qualification 

ID card signifies a publicly issued document, such as a driver’s license, passport etc. with face photo, and a 

health insurance card, pension book without face photo; two documents (a photo copy is invalid). It must be 

within the term of validity, if it shows a valid date.

The Shiroi city office requires residents to show ‘my number’ and ID cards in case of various procedures. 

For an application, some documents such as a driver’s license, passport, other than a “notice card” are necessary to prove 

your identity.  

A ‘Private number card’ is available to prove ID with face photo, and otherwise to prove documentation of ‘my number’. By 

using the application enclosed in the “notice card”, a private number card will be issued free of charge for the first time. 

 Things needed to prove ‘my number’ 

Private number card’, “noticed card” or resident certificate (with ‘my number’), etc. 

 Things needed to prove a person’s identity 

Document with a face photo to prove the person is himself or herself (a ‘private number card’, driver’s license or passport, 

etc.). 

※ If a document with a face photo is difficult to show, health insurance card, pension book, etc.; more than two of 

those documents. 

 In case of a substitute for another person  

 Things to prove substitute’s right 

 In case of legal representative, a copy of a family register, or other document to prove qualification. In case of a 

voluntary person; a power of attorney  

 Things to prove substitution for another person 

 A document with a face photo (‘private number card’, driver’s license, or passport, etc.) 

 Things to prove a person’s identity 

 A ‘private number card’, “notice card” or resident’s card (with ‘my number’), original or copy of certificate 

mentioned for the resident card.

WHEN YOU REACH THE AGE OF 20 YEARS, YOU ARE SUPPOSED TO PARTICIPATE IN THE 

“NATIONAL PENSION”

All people who live in Japan and who are more than 20 years old and less than 60 years old are supposed to 

join the National Pension and pay its premium (except members of Welfare Pension or Mutual Aid 

Association). 
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In the National Pension, there is an “old age basic pension” which can be given to persons from the age of 65 

years old, “injury basic pension” which can be given to injured or ill persons, “survivor’s basic pension” 

which is given to a spouse and/or children when a member dies, etc. Those pensions are the system that 

everyone pays a premium for, ensuring mutual help to maintain stable lives. 

※ If you delay your participation or forget payment of the premiums, the pension may not be given. 

Kinds of insured (member) 

The first insured: the self-employed or students, etc. 

The second insured: persons who join the Welfare Pension or the Mutual Aid Association 

The third insured: A spouse who is dependent on the insured and who is more than 20 years old and 

less than 60 years old 

※ There are two “systems of payment in advance” for the first insured, with an early payment of premium 

within the year receiving a deduction, and a “system of added amount of pension” that will increase to the 

old age basic pension if 400 yen is added to the premium amount each month. 

If payment is difficult 

If your income decreases or you become unemployed, and you can’t pay the premium, by the insured’s 

application, there is a system that the premium may be exempted or be postponed. 

The approved period will fulfill the necessary conditions, but the amount of old age pension will be reduced. 

Each system is shown as follows: 

 Exemption system (whole amount exemption/partial amount exemption) 

If the person’s own, their spouse’s, or the head of the household’s income for the previous year is less 

than {570,000 yen + (the number of dependent x 350,000 yen)}, the whole amount of the premium will be 

exempted from July to June following year. 

If the previous year’s income exceeds the amount of the above calculation, the partial payment of the 

premium is paid, and then the rest of the premium will be exempted.     

 Exceptional System for students’ payment 

According to school education laws, students studying at university, graduate school, junior college, 

high school, advanced special school, vocational school and various schools (more than one year course 

of study), if their income in the previous year was less than {1,180,000 yen + (the number of dependent x 

380,000 yen)}, the payment of a premium may be postponed from April to March of the  following year. 

 The youth’s Exceptional System for payment 

For persons less than 30 years old, the person’s own or spouse’s income for the previous year is less than 

{570,000 yen + (the number of dependent x 350,000 yen)}, payment for premium may be postponed from 

July to June following year.
