2013 MAIN ALMANAC (2013 年の主な出来事)  

The main topics in Shiroi Bulletin in the year of 2013 are detailed as follows (the month shows when it was enforced) 
・City’s ordinance for community build-up donation was enacted (January) 
・Community development plan by citizen’s participation and collaboration was drawn up (February)  
・Decontamination of public facilities was accomplished (March) 
・Committee for Shiroi city office construction was established (April) 
・Hazard maps for comprehensive disaster prevention were distributed (May) 
・City declared June 5th as a “Day for the aged nursing care prevention” (June) 
・Comprehensive community sport clubs in all junior high school zones were developed (July) 
・City concluded with Date city, Fukushima prefecture, a “mutual assistance agreement in case of disaster” (July) 
・Project screenings were carried out for the fiscal year of 2009 (August)  
・Civic lawsuit against the exclusive decision for “the subsidy to reduce train fare of  
  Hokuso Railroad Co.” was judged by an appeal hearing (August) 
・Many damages occurred in the city as a result of ”It’s me swindle”. There were eight cases and the amount of damage  

was about 40 million yen as of September. (September) 
・In the autonomy alliance’s elementary school zones, residents activity commenced: summer festival (August), and  

disaster prevention drills were carried out (October) 
・Shiroi city’s cultural group committee was established; it consisted of 12 specialty fields and 62 groups (November) 
・In the Grand Prix of Mascot characters, so called “Yuru-kyara”, the city’s “Nashi-bo Kaori” made a rapid progress of  

getting twice as many votes as the previous year. (November)

Shiroi city’s resident confederation association, which consists of all resident associations in the city, is conducting a 
study and information exchange in order to promote resident participation and revitalize association activity. Over the 
past several years the association has been tackling many themes relating to disaster prevention, based on the recent 
lessons of the Great Higashi Nippon Earthquake. 
The Association produced “Disaster Prevention at Home” and “List of Preparatory Articles for the Disaster Prevention” 
material to improve daily attitudes towards reducing damage and encouraging the public to join the association. 
The distribution of these materials to all households is conducted through each chief of the resident association. When 
you are not a member of the association and wish to have a copy of the leaflet(s), please get one at each public center.  
To protect yourself, your family or neighborhood, it is inevitable that you not only consider “self-protection” of 
individual defenses, but also “group protection”, to build the community’s defenses. 
The resident association prepares a refuse place, and conducts rescue and relief activities.  
The association is therefore your nearest and most reliable supporter in the event of a disaster. Let’s participate in the 
association, if you are not yet a member, in order to deepen friendship relations with community neighbors.
