The city has established the “Shiroi close watch network for elderly people (to be known as the Shiroi aged people’s 
close watch net)” with the cooperation of private enterprises, groups and consulting offices, in order to assist the elderly 
live a safe and comfortable life in their cherished homes, as they are in danger of being isolated or having a lonely 
death. 
This network involves private enterprises or groups, etc. who may notice the  
aged persons’ mistaken or unusual behaviors during daily business or activity. 
In such an event, the city office will be informed and the aged person will be identified at  
an early stage, their safety will be confirmed, and whether or not they need any assistance. 
The city, upon receiving the information, will take immediate necessary steps to advise  
the relevant police station, fire station, district welfare commissioner or local hospital.
